This report contains the FY 2006-07 Article V budgets for the Clerks of the Circuit Court as certified by the 

Florida Clerks of Court Operations Corporation, and represents the submission of the certified budgets to the 

Legislature pursuant to Section 28.36, F.S. 

The first substantive section of the report contains an explanation of the methodologies and rationales for making 

the following adjustments to arrive at the Clerks Article V budgets:  

¶ Allocating indirect court-related budgeted expenditures 

¶ Eliminating specified court-related budgeted expenditures 

¶ Allocating the clerkôs budget between criminal and civil court programs 

In addition, this section of the report describes the expenditure cap for FY 2006-07 as specified in 28.36(5), F.S. 

The methodology section is followed by the presentation of each Clerkôs total Article V budget.  The budget is 

broken down into the following expenditure categories: 

¶ Personal Services [with the number of Full-Time Equivalent positions (FTEôs)] 

¶ Operations 

¶ Capital 

¶ Debt Service 

Each of these expenditure categories and the total budget are further divided into Criminal Court and Civil Court 

programs.  Furthermore, the expenditure cap established in s. 28.36(5) and (6), F.S., for FY 2006-07 and the 

projected number of defendants and cases for each division of criminal court and civil court, respectively, are 

presented for each Clerkôs budget. 

On the next page is a summary table showing the statewide cumulative Article V budget totals for all 67 Clerks of 

the Circuit Court for FY 2006-07.  Statewide 9,180.6 FTEôs and about $466.4 million in operating funds (plus 

$4.9 million for reserves) have been budgeted for the Clerksô statutorily authorized and mandated Article V 

functions for FY 2006-07, starting October 1, 2006 and ending September 30, 2007.  The table also shows 

projected statewide revenues of $481.0 million, producing a surplus of $9.7 million for FY 2006-07.  A little more 

than $420.4 million, or 90.1%  of the total operating budget, is for salary and benefit costs (personal services).  

The Civil Court program accounts for approximately 52.5%  ($244.77 million) of the total operating budget, while 

the Criminal Court Program takes the remaining 47.5%  ($221.66 million).  It is important to note that the dollar 

amounts contained in this report are budget figures, not actual expenditures, the latter of which will be audited. 

Almost 5.91 million civil cases and 1.85 million criminal defendants are projected to be processed statewide by 

the 67 Clerks.  These figures include reopens for the first time in FY 2006-07.  

All 67 Clerks are reporting performance measures on a quarterly basis to the Corporation office.  Likewise, the 

Corporation staff is working with Clerks on corrective action plans to improve performance.  Clerksô performance 

has improved statewide and there is an expectation that improvement will continue.  This report contains, by 

individual Clerk, their performance on each standard.

Allocating Indirect Court-Related Budgeted Expenditures 

Each Clerkôs total budgeted full-time equivalent positions (FTEs) were separated into the direct court-related, 

direct non-court-related, and overhead (indirect; providing services to both court and non-court functions) 

positions.  A portion of total overhead (indirect) costs and positions were allocated to court-related activities 

based on the ratio of direct court-related positions to total direct positions. 

Overhead activities include, but are not limited to, executive administration, accounting, personnel/human 

resources/employee relations, purchasing, payroll, chief deputy clerkôs administrative staff, legal counsel, and 

mailroom. 

 

Excluding Specified Court-Related Budgeted Expenditures 

The costs and FTEs for the following court-related activities were excluded from the Clerksô 2006-07Article V 

budgets in the calculation of Article V costs:

Allocation of Clerkôs Budget Between Criminal and Civil Court Programs 

Many of the account categories used by Clerks are either criminal court-related or civil court-related; however, 

several have activities associated with both courts.  These latter account categories and the methodologies that 

were used to allocate their costs and FTEs between the criminal court and civil court programs are as follows: 
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Account Categories Allocation Methodology 

1. Traffic .......................................................  45% - criminal, 55% - civil; based on a representative survey of 

clerksô offices 

2. Juvenile .....................................................  55% - criminal (delinquency), 45% - civil (dependency); based 

on representative survey of clerksô offices 

3. Clerkôs Court Administration ...................  FTEs were allocated based on the split of all other (other than 

court administration) FTEs budgeted to criminal and civil court 

programs. 

Costs were allocated based on the split of all other (other than 

court administration) costs budgeted to criminal and civil court 

programs. 

Individual Clerks could vary from these statewide allocation percentages by relying on local data and providing 

the basis for their alternative allocation methodology. 

 

2006-07 Expenditure Cap 

Starting in FY 2004-05, Clerksô expenditures were capped by law.  In FY 2004-05, the expenditure cap was tied 

to FY 2003-04 estimated expenditures, but the cap changed to a revenue growth-based cap for FY 2005-06, as 

specified in 28.36(5)(b), F.S., which reads: 

28.36 Budget procedure.ðThere is hereby established a budget procedure for the court-

related functions of the clerks of the court. 

(5)(b) For the county fiscal year 2005-06, the maximum budget amount for the standard 

list of court-related functions of the clerk of court in s. 28.35(4)(a) that may be funded from 

fees, service charges, court costs, and fines retained by the clerks of the court shall be the 

approved budget for county fiscal year 2004-2005 adjusted by the projected percentage change 

in revenue between the county fiscal years 2004-05 and 2005-2006. 

Several types of revenue were excluded from the calculation of projected percentage change in revenue.  They 

were federal IV-D child support reimbursement funds, revenues received from the Clerks of the Court Trust Fund, 

and forfeitures not yet recognized as revenue. 

The 2005 Legislature amended s. 28.36, F.S., by adding (6) to read:  

28.36 Budget procedure.ðThere is hereby established a budget procedure for the court-

related functions of the clerks of the court. 

(6) The Legislative Budget Commission may approve increases to the maximum annual budgets 

approved for individual clerks of the court pursuant to this section for court-related duties, if either of 

the following conditions exist:  

(a) The additional funding is necessary to pay the cost of performing new or additional functions 

required by changes in law or court rule. Before the Legislative Budget Commission may approve an 

increase in the maximum annual budget of any clerk under this paragraph, the Clerk of the Court 

Operations Corporation must provide the Legislative Budget Commission with a statement of the 

impact of the proposed budget changes on state revenues, and evidence that the respective clerk of the 

court is meeting or exceeding the established performance standards for measures on the fiscal 
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management, operational efficiency, and effective collection of fines, fees, service charges, and court 

costs.  

(b) The additional funding is necessary to pay the cost of supporting increases in the number of 

judges or magistrates authorized by the Legislature. Before the Legislative Budget Commission may 

approve an increase in the maximum annual budget of any clerk under this paragraph, the Clerk of the 

Court Operations Corporation must provide the Legislative Budget Commission with a statement of the 

impact of the proposed budget changes on state revenues; evidence that the respective clerk of the court 

is meeting or exceeding the established performance standards for measures on the fiscal management, 

operational efficiency, and effective collection of fines, fees, service charges, and court costs; and a 

proposed staffing model, including the cost and number of staff necessary to support each new judge or 

magistrate.  

 

The total amount of increases approved by the Legislative Budget Commission for each county fiscal 

year shall not exceed an amount equal to 2 percent of the maximum annual budgets approved pursuant 

to this section for all clerks, in the aggregate, for that same county fiscal year. 

In January 2006, the Legislative Budget Commission increased the FY 2005-06 caps for those counties that 

received judges authorized by the 2005 Legislature and required additional staffing and budget authority to 

accommodate them.  While 40 counties received new judges, only 27 counties requested and received additional 

budget authority for staff support, for a total of $4.4 million. 

The FY 2006-07expenditure cap for each Clerk is shown along with other budget information in the tables that 

follow.  After the start of the FY 2006-07, the CCOC will submit a request to the Legislative Budget Commission 

to increase the expenditure caps for those counties requiring additional staffing and budget authority to support 

new judges appropriated by the 2006 Legislature and assigned by the Supreme Court.
